Johan, you are currently in
charge of Climate activities at
Staphorst, as part of a team of
three. What have been the bene-
fits of merging the Innosource
and Brink production areas?

We can only estimate roughly what
the synergy benefits are worth in
hard cash. We would put a figure
of about EUR 0.5 million on them.
But the operational benefits are
much more important than the
financial ones. The merger means
that the technologies and the
expertise-holders are now more
closely interlocked. Our plans for
non-central ventilation systems
continue to make good progress.
In that area, we anticipate a
synergy effect that will give us a
real competitive edge in the longer
term. And we are reducing the
complexity of our organisation.
That is important if we are to be
able to focus on partnership with
Wolf now.

Concentrating the Climate Systems
production locations in the Netherlands

Innosource's production location in
Lisse was moved to Brink in Staphorst.
The centralisation of the production,
warehousing and distribution deman-
ded considerable effort on our part in
2006. However, this project is now
complete and we can now exploit the
many synergy benefits that have arisen
from the merger. Unfortunately this
process of concentration also involved
cutting back on the Innosource work-
force. But in every instance we were

able to find a mutually agreed, socially
acceptable solution. There was a change
in the segment's management in
November. Norbert Vroege has left
Brink and also the Management Board
of CENTROTEC to establish a new,
innovative business for control tech-
nology for ventilation systems outside
the CENTROTEC Group. In future he
will be a supplier of products to the
Climate Systems segment.

New ventilation systems developed

Brink has developed a new ventilation
system with heat recovery specifically
for smaller residences and units
with several floors. It goes under the
name of Renovent Small, revealing the
fact that this product is part of the
highly successful Renovent product
family. It can be retrofitted more easily
than other central ventilation systems.
The unit has remarkably compact

dimensions but at the same time
achieves a very high performance.
It measures just 60 cm in width, which
is the same as a standard kitchen
cupboard.

This new stand-alone appliance
recovers more than 90 percent of the
heat in the stale air. At the heart of
this unit is a plastic heat exchanger
that we produce in-house.

Brink and Wolf in the modern low-energy house -
integrated heating and ventilation technology

Exchanging the air is becoming
increasingly important in highly insu-
lated houses. Although uncontrolled
ventilation cancels out the savings
achieved by modern heating systems,
traditional boiler manufacturers have
hitherto barely paid any attention to
this area. By bringing together Wolf's
expertise in heating and climate

control technology with the expertise
of Brink and Ned Air in heat recovery,
CENTROTEC is now able to push
forward with integrating these traditio-
nally distinct areas of technology.

The project conducted in this field
together with Cologne University is
already yielding good results. The next

step involves the development of a
combined device that can integrate
different energy sources such as
ventilation systems with heat recovery,
gas heating, heat pumps and solar
technology into a single unit and be
used to provide heating, cooling,
climate control and also hot water.
